Hello, this is Mike Brown, Administrator of the Public Services Division. The Department is
made up of three different divisions, Field Services, Facility Maintenance, Fleet Maintenance,
and is responsible for the maintenance and repair of the infrastructure of the City of Barstow.

We also provide support for other City departments in the form of traffic control, setup and
teardown for special events and a variety of other ways. We are also responsible for emergency

response to flooding or other disasters that may occur.

The Field Services Division is comprised of two teams. Each team has several main
responsibilities that are unique to that team and many other responsibilities that are
considered to be common to both teams. It is not uncommon, however, for both teams to work
together to accomplish tasks that are larger than one team can handle on their own and as we
move forward, these teams will be working closer together in a more concentrated effort.
